Explanation for filling out the assignment document:

The form has to be completed properly, stating the parties' street addresses.

The assigned IP-rights have to be exactly defined by number and, if possible, also file number, or in case of European patents the Austrian E-number, but (except for trademarks) without title.

The signatures of firms have to be in their respective legal form binding the firms with indication of the name of the person(s) signing and their function.

It is of utmost importance that on the assignment document, the assignor's signature is done before a notary public who has to confirm not only the authenticity of the signature but also the fact that the undersigned, the day he/she signed the document, was entitled to sign on behalf of the assignor's company. In this connection, please, pay attention to the fact that the attestation clause "Subscribed and sworn to before me" as frequently used by U.S. notaries is not taken as sufficient proof in Austria of the authority to sign. A suitable notarization clause e.g. would be:
